Separate Judicial and Legal Services

Over the years, the Legal Service and number of Legal Service

Officers (LSOs) have grown significantly, in tandem with the e
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increasing demands and complexity of public sector legal work.
This is expected to continue.

In response, the Government has proposed structural changes to put the Legal Service on a better footing for the future:

e Establish a separate Judicial Service overseen by a newly established Judicial Service Commission (JSC), and
* Make consequential changes to the Legal Service, which will be overseen by a reconstituted Legal Service Commission (LSC).
